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（point）to remove the obstacles which hinder our relationship with God (especially in the area of sin)
We will deal with forgiving others in the session B (2)
(02)
You receive salvation when you believe in Christ, which is given instantly. And all our sins in the past and future are forgiven. We may still make mistakes but we are no longer slaves of sin. 
(03)
In God’s eyes, all our sins and mistakes are erased.(Micah7:19). Therefore, we do not have to remember them. However, it is recommended that we take time to deal with our , depending on our nees,  after salvation, which is to repent our sins before God to be precise. 
(04)
According to the essence of the Gospel, we do not have to confess every single sin in the past in detail, because all of those sins and of the present are forgiven when we belive in Christ. 
(05)
However, there is Satan that always accuses us by bringing up our past. Therefore, exposing all our sins before God according to the situations and needs will benefit our lives of faith, in order not to give any space between our consciene and our enemy. 
(06)
１）All people are sinners
As was mentioned before, sin is a nature of a heart. Having a lustful though will not make you guilty.But as the Bible says, ‘whoever looks at a woman to lust for her has already committed adultery with her in his heart.’, it is a sin before God’s eyes. 
(07)
In the same way, if you envy others of have competitive thoughts against others, that does not please God. In this way, all the people have an evil nature in their hearts called sin. 
(08)
２）Repentance of sin
To cut off the chains of sin is ‘repentance’. 
Repentance is not to remember and regret what you have done in the past. A man who got caught for stealing something was sobbing hard. Being asked the reason for crying, he said it was because he could not run fast enough to escape from being caught, having one of his shoes off while running. This is not a repentance but a regret. 
(09)
Also, repentance is not just to quit doing wrong doings. There was a man who was always envious and jealous of others. But he won a lottery once and won a lot of money. While he had enough money, he did not envy others. 
(10)
However, it is not repentance. He was just resting from being jealous for a while. His evil nature was not removed yet, so he will be jealous and envious again for others once his money runs out. 
(11)
‘Repentance’ is changing the direction of your life. Therefore, it is not just to stop doing wrong things. 
(12)
３）Changing the direction and the fruit of repentance
Ephesians4:28） “Let him who stole steal no longer, but rather let him labor, working with his hands what is good, that he may have something to give him who has need.”
(13)
The Bible tells us not only to stop stealing but to be givers. 
That shows that the directin of that person’s life has changed totaly. In this way, if you have truly repented, you should be able to show it by bearing a fruit of repentance.
(14)
４）Confessing of sings
There are people nowadays who are mentally sick, oppressed with condemnation and rejection. One of the reasons for such situations is because of hidden sins and filthy thoughts.  However, if you confess your sins to God, you can receive forgiveness. 
(15)
People could not have relationship with God directly until the Middle age, and they were taught to make confession of sins to the priests. However, this teaching is not correct. 

All Christians are priests, which is a truth which set people free from the Middle age religious bindings. 
(16)
（Psalm32:2-5 “Blessed is the man to whom the LORD does not impute iniquity, And in whose spirit there is no deceit. When I kept silent, my bones grew old. Through my groaning all the day long. For day and night Your hand was heavy upon me; My vitality was turned into the drought of summer. I acknowledged my sin to You, And my iniquity I have not hidden. I said “ I will confess my transgressions to the LORD,” And You forgave the iniquity of my sin. 

(17)
Still, Satan may lie to us saying that we are not forgiven, because the meaning of the name of satan is ‘the accuser’.（Revelations12:10）
(18)
Zechariah 3:1 Then he showed me Joshua the high priest standing before the Angel of the Lord, and Satan standing at his right hand to oppose him.

3:3 Now Joshua was clothed with filthy garments, and was standing before the Angel. (omitted)  “Take away the filthy garments from him.” And to him He said, “ See, I have removed your iniquity from you, and I will clothe you with rich robes. “
(19)
How can we resist the lie of Satan that we arenot forgiven, though we are truly forgiven? For that purpose, there is a community of church. 
(20)
５）Deliverance and community 
To have direct and personal access to God is a truth which was restored in the Reformation in the 16th century. However, if you say that you do not need any help of other Christians or pastors, or that you do not need to share any of your weakness or sins at all, then you may end up in the other extreme. 
(21)
Basically, confessing sins is towards God and not towards people. However, there are some cases when you are not free from temptation no matter how many times you confess to God. And you may not be convinced of your forgiveness. In such cases, you may need to use the ways God provides for us.  
(22)
The Bible says :
（Jamaes5:16） “Confess your trespasses to one another, and pray for one another, that you may be healed. The effective, fervant prayer of a righteous man avails much.” 
(23)
As the Bible says, even when you cannot be healed completely through the relationship with God, complete deliverance is brought about through the relationship with others. It is because God’s plan is not for us to be connected with God privately, but through the community. (ref. I John 1:7) 
(24)
To fulfill the law of Christ
（Galatians6:2） Bear one another’s burden and so fulfill the law of Christ.
(25)
The law of Christ is what God requires of man as essential. No one can fulfill it perfectly. But God’s commandment is for us to bear each other’s burden, which is to remain in the community. If we do so, we are recognized as we have fulfilled the requirement of the Law.
(26)
Healing through the community is effective for deliverance from past bad experience, traumatic experience, wrong covenantwith demons, binding from unforgiveness etc. Also, what is effective for deliverance from addiction or dependence syndrom is to expose the problem to the light (through sharing them with others).
